Even though each branch of the
armed services in Peru has their own
distinct Parachutist Qualification
Badge, all basic static-line parachute
training takes place at the first class
facilities of theArmy Jump School.
We will be conducting basic airborne
refresher and familiarization training at
that school, and will then make one
jump with each of the three armed
services (Army, Air Force, and Navy /
Marines).
This operation has been coordinated
with the Peruvian Ministry of Defense,
in cooperation with all three of the
Peruvian Armed Services, exclusively
by the InternationalAirborne Society.
After completion of the jumps and
military portion of this operation, we
will travel to one of this World’s
Wonders, and Cultural Heritage Site,
the ancient Inca Ruins of Machu
Pichu, in theAndes Mountains.
This IAS exclusive airborne adventure
is a true “once in a lifetime” opportunity
which may never be repeated again.
Slots are limited, so early registration
is highly encouraged.



During our visit to Peru we will
not only participate in a Water Jump
w i t h t h e P e r u v i a n M a r i n e
Commandos, but we will also be
hosted by the Commandant of the
Marine Corps (pictured top left, with
COL Wright, USMC Ret. and CPT
Hasenbein, USAR).

We will observe military
demonstrations, and will receive an
insider’s brief on the Japanese
Embassy Hostage Rescue Raid, by
members of the Commando unit
who participated in the actual raid.

We wil l a lso have an
opportunity to get hands-on
experience with weapons of the
Peruvian Marine Commandos, and
enjoy Marine brotherhood at a lunch
with members of the Peruvian
Marine Corps.

In completing our multi-
service military airborne tour of Peru,
we will also be hosted for a soiree by
our U.S. Marine Security Guard
Detachment of the U.S. Embassy in
Lima.
