The air sports center in

Lucenec used to host different
special forces clubs. For instance
the Interessengemeinschaft
Deutscher Fallschirmjaeger
Reservisten, the Fallschirmsport
Gruppe 273, or the World Musado
Association. This year one of the
leading paratrooper organizations,
the International Airborne Society
from the USA. It is independent
and caters to military parachutists
on active duty, reserves as well as
veterans. Its membership numbers
about 950 paratroopers from 5
continents. It organizes 2-3 trips
annually to different countries.
Some of the more interesting
nations are for example Honduras,
El Salvador, Thailand, Russia,
Israel, Jordan, and Poland. The
goal of the organization’s members
is to assist in understanding and
exchange among military
paratroopers.
The head of the organization is
Sergeant, USAR Bernard G.
Hasenbein, an excellent military
parachute instructor and rigger. He
was the one, who lead in the
middle of June 23 members of the
IAS organization to Lucenec. They
came from the USA, Great Britain,
Greece, Canada, and Germany.
The youngest of them was CPL
Jeff Paolino (27) an experienced
military and sport parachutist; the
oldest, the forever young 1LT
Richard Mascuch (76), who has
made his first two jumps during the
second world war and until today

hasn't missed jumping in any year.
Until now he has been jumping
principally in the uniform which he
started in 50 years ago.

There were lots of

interesting people in the group. For
example, Donald R. Strobaugh, the
owner of maybe the largest
collection of military parachutist
badges from the whole world (more
than 6800 pieces, and he says
there are only a few pieces to
complete the collection). Colonel
Gerald Q. Greenfield, an excellent
surgeon, who participated in
defense missions of the USA,
offering his help during the
operation Desert Storm in Kuwait.
Also, Specialist 4th Class Joseph
R. Hall. He has lost both his feet in
a mine explosion in Vietnam, but
despite of it he has learned not
only to walk, but has become an
excellent paratrooper with his
artificial limbs. His 190 jumps only
prove his strong willpower.
The members of the organization
accomplished in Lucinec four
jumps from the AN-2 aircraft with
the OVP-68 parachute, and did not
try to hide their admiration
watching the demonstration of the
training of one of the Slovak
special forces groups, which was
professionally narrated by Colonel
Peter Svrlo from the General Staff
of the Slovak Army. The guests
dedicated one evening to sit with
the representatives of the Slovak
Special Forces Group and the Club
of Military Veterans in the Slovak

Republic. Among this group was
COL (Ret.) Michal Cernak, one of
the founders of the Czechoslovak
Special Forces Units in exile during
the Second World War.

The operation received
positive ratings from both sides,
and that is going to be an
inspiration to the other aeroclubs or
military special forces units and
organizations. Thanks to the
representatives of the Slovak Army
Special Forces, to the Club of
Military Veterans, and to the
members of the LSC Lucenec for
all their help. Our aspirations are
that the International Airborne
Society will soon be able to repeat
this operation in the Slovak and
Czech Republics. | hope they will
be able to do it.
